Lead poisoning sounds like something
that would have happened many years ago.
But, there are older homes or apartments
that may have been painted using lead
paint. If your house or apartment was
built before 1978, the paint used both
inside and outside was lead based paint.

Lead is a toxin metal that can cause
health problems if ingested or inhaled. It
wasnot unt il 1978 that
prevented the use of lead in paint.

If paint is in good condition without any
cracks or chips, then there is no need to
worry. The problem begins when these
chips start to turn into dust. The dust
begins to settle on
sills, furniture, floors, and countertops.
The soil around a house may also become
contaminated. Because small children
tend to put things in their mouths, they
have a greater tendency to develop harmful
levels of lead in their bodies.

Children under the age of six are more
likely to develop lead poisoning because
they put things in their mouths leading to
higher levels of lead whereas adults have
high levels due to the inhalation of dust
particles containing
absorbs more lead than an adult. The
chil ddés brain and
sensitive to the damage it causes. An
unborn baby may experience high lead
levels if the mother has high levels. The
lead passes to the baby where it may cause
premature birth, low birth weight, brain,
and nerve damage.

High levels in children may cause

chi

headaches, kidney damage, brain and
nervous system damage, difficulty
hearing, poor muscle coordination,
slowed growth, and behavior problems
such as hyperactivity. High level
exposure in adults may cause high blood
pressure, fertility problems in both men
and women, memory or concentration
problems, and nerve disorders.

The only way to determine if your
house or apartment has lead base paint
is to have it inspected. Not all homes
built before 1978 have lead based paint,
but the older the house, the more likely it
will have lead based paint.

If you are going to sell or rent out an
apartment, you have legal obligation to
disclose the presence of lead based paint
in the dwelling. The EPA recommends
that a certified inspector conduct the
ﬁr%pﬁacﬁidn.a | ThePed thle @ hom@ Nidts
available, but their accuracy is
guestionable.

clean the window sills and furniture with
a clean damp rag frequently, and remove
your shoes when coming in the house to
prevent tracking in any soil that may
contain lead.

Repairing and painting over lead based
paint will not keep the lead away from
your family forever. Planting grass over
bare areas will only prevent the soil from
becoming a hazard for a short time. To
permanently remove lead from a house or
